AND ENCLOSED AT ONE END OF THE BOX. PLEASE CHECK THOROUGHLY BEFORE DISCARDING
ANY PACKAGING.

aftercare

To ensure your Roman blind stays looking its best for many years to come, follow the straightforward operating and
cleaning instructions below:

Operating Instructions

® Pull the side chain to raise the blind to the desired level

@ Raise blind to your required level, this will automatically stay in this position
Cleaning

® |If your blind has a label with the ® symbol, then the fabric can be dry cleaned with care. Remove the blind
from the headrail and take out the fabric rods and bottom bar

@ Soft fabric will shrink - if any of the fibre rods become visible, trim them off to desired length with an appropriate
tool

@ Alternatively, fabric can be cleaned using the upholstery tool on your vacuum cleaner

WARNING

IN THE INTEREST OF SAFETY, PLEASE KEEP ALL PULL CORDS AND CHAINS OUT OF THE REACH OF CHILDREN.
MOVE COTS, BEDS AND OTHER FURNITURE AWAY FROM BLINDS AND INSTALL SAFETY DEVICES SUCH AS CLEATS
AND CORD TIDIES TO LIMIT ACCESS TO CORDS.

Push swing arm anti-clockwise as far
as it will go. Now clip the blind over
the bracket, first easing the front lip of
the headrail A in to place.

Push swing arm clockwise until it
locks in to place, firmly holding the
blind headrail.

The fabric of the Roman blind is
attached to the headrail with velcro.

Pull side chain to raise and lower the
blind.
